RSAT assists states, local, and tribal governments to develop and implement substance abuse treatment
programs in state, local, and tribal correctional and detention facilities and to create and maintain
communitybased aftercare services for offenderselgoal of the RSAT Program is to break the cycle of
drugs and violence by reducing the demand for, use, and trafficking of illegal drugs. RSAT enhances the
capability of states and units of local and tribal government to provide residential substance abuse
treatment for incarcerated inmates; prepares offenders for their reintegration into the communities from
which they came by incorporating reentry planning activities into treatment programs; and assists
offenders and their communities through the reenpyocess through the delivery of communityased
treatment and other broaebased aftercare services.

RSAT PrograrRequirements

RSAT funds may be used to implemamd/or supplementhree types of programs: residential, jidsed,
and aftercare. Applications involving partnerships with commub#ged substance abuse treatment
programs will be given priority consideration.

Aftercare

Aftercare services must involve coordination between the correctional treatment program and other
social service and rehabilitation programs, such as education and job training, parole supervision, halfway
houses, selhelp, and peer group programs. To qualify asfiercare program, the head of the substance
abuse treatment program must work in conjunction with state and local authorities and organizations
involved in substance abuse treatment to assist in the placement of program participants into community
substance abuse treatment facilities on release. In addition, states shall coordinate these activities with
any Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administifatimied state and/or local programs that
address the needs of this target populatioNo mae than 10 percent of the totatate award may be

used for treatment of those released from a state facility.
