Item #1.  Mike Bosen, Paul J Schneider and Ted Hoffman were present.  Mike Bosen called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm.
Item #2.  Approval of Minutes, July 21, 2010, December 14, 2010, January 12, 2011, February 4, 2011 and February 16, 2011.  Paul J Schneider made a motion to approve the minutes.  Mike Bosen seconded.  Mike Bosen and Paul J Schneider voted aye.  Ted Hoffman voted no.  Motion carried.
Item #3.  Financial Report for February 2011.  Jacki Libengood gave the report.

Item #4.  Discussion on Commission’s Ability to pay Testing and Stewards for 2011 Live Meets, Two ways to reduce the cost of testing.  Ted Hoffman motioned to follow Norman Hester’s recommendation and authorize Jacki to amend the contract to need that recommendation for one year.  Mike Bosen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Ted Hoffman motioned the Idaho Racing Commissioners believe that more of the cost of testing, investigating, and administration for illegal drug use should be borne by the very few whose actions result in illegal drug levels, whether done accidently or intentionally,  We offer the following as general guidance only, recognizing that exceptions will exist and that we respect your judgment to levy fines appropriate for the protection of horse racing in Idaho.  We believe that minimum fines for simple, unintentional mistakes regarding drug use should generally begin around $250.  Increasing levels of carelessness or illegal intentions regarding drug use as you determine through your hearings should result in sharply higher fines.  Paul J Schneider seconded the motion.   Motion carried.
Item #5.  The Annual Report.    Jacki Libengood submitted a draft of the 2010 Annual Report.  
Item #6.  Form an ADW Committee.  Mike Bosen made a motion to form an ADW committee to study advance deposit wagering in Idaho to determine what the Racing Commission’s responsibilities are as far as monitoring or policing advance deposit wagering in Idaho.  Also recommend we have a representative from Alcohol Beverage Control,   Paul J Schneider, a representative from Sandy Downs and two other members to be chosen by the steering committee.  Paul J Schneider seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Item #7.  Status of Les Bois Park.  Ada County Commissioner Sharon Ullman updated the commission on the status of Les Bois Park and that it would go to auction with a minimum bid of $75,000.00.

Item #8.  Public Comment on the action of the Commission at this meeting.  Ted Hoffman motioned the Racing Commission will fund drug testing process and the stewards in the 2011 season as done in the 2010 season.  Paul J Schneider seconded.  Motion carried.
Item #9.  New Business.  Earl Lilley spoke on behalf of Bill 191 that has passed the House and is being held in the Senate by Senator McKenzie.
