Idaho Racing Commission Meeting
August 9, 2010  
Meridian Idaho
Mike Bosen called the meeting to order at 2:05 pm.  Eric Wilson, Ted Hoffman, T Pat Stubbs and Eric Spector were on the line.  Joie McGarvin gave the invocation.  
The third item on the agenda was Report of Progress of Live Racing at Boise.  Mike Bosen requested a report from Idaho HBPA and Idaho Entertainment.  Mia Murphy stated they had a great meeting on Saturday night with 65 people.  She was very impressed by the numbers that showed up and everything was discussed.  Eric Spector was not pleased and said that people were turned away and were not able to participate.
T Pat Stubbs asking for a report for Sandy Downs and Mike stated that at the next commission meeting we would have a report for Sandy Downs.

Vaughn Fisher who represents the Idaho Horsemen’s Association discussed what had transpired between Mia Murphy and him in trying to have the two groups work together and possible find a resolution.  Paul J Schneider stated that it sounds like everybody is still fighting and it was disheartening.
Ted Hoffman stated:

· that everyone that ever has worked with groups who were in strong disagreement on an issue understands that resolving those differences requires the work of leadership on both sides before the large meeting, as he had advised at the last commission meeting.
· That apparently this resolution effort never occurred.

· That the exclusion of people from the meeting was unfortunate and unexpected.

· That the conduct of the meeting, based on what he had been told in telephone conversations was very different from what the commission had been told would happen.

Paul J Schneider asked where they stand as far as negotiations between Idaho Entertainment and Idaho HBPA.  Eric Spector they are back to nowhere as they are still left with the HBPA and a sixth negotiating team.  
Fourth agenda item was Filing of Notice of Intent to Decertify by Horsemen’s Group.  Mike stated the racing commission office received on August 5th, 2010 a hand delivered Notice to Decertify by Horsemen’s Group by Vaughn Fisher.
Fifth agenda item was Attorney Generals Recommendation on Agenda Item Called Other Business.  Mike stated that Stephanie was not in the audience and so in her absence he asked to put off agenda item number five until we have legal representation in attendance.   Paul J moved to put off agenda item number five until next meeting.  Ted Hoffman seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Paul J Schneider motioned to adjourn.  Ted Hoffman seconded.  He stated that there was no need to schedule a meeting until there is a development one side or the other wishes apprise us of.  Paul J was not against the idea.  Motion carried.
