Idaho State Racing Commission
Meeting Summary

October 9, 2008

Meridian Idaho

John Chatburn called the meeting to order at 10:10am as acting Chairman.  He then asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the September 4, 2008 meeting.

Mike Bosen made the motion to approve the minutes.

John Chatburn made the second.  With no discussion, he asked for a vote.  Motion passed. He then moved to agenda item #3-License application from Express Bet.

Jacki Libengood stated that we received a completed application for 2009.

Mike Bosen made the motion to approve the application.

John Chatburn made the second.  With no discussion, he asked for a vote.  Motion passed.  He then moved to agenda item #4-Live Meet Reports.

Dennis Jackson stated that Idaho Falls ended strong and ran for 6 days instead of the 9 days from last year and had a higher handle.
John Chatburn stated that he wants to see the percentage -/+ on the Live Stats sheet.  He asked Capital Racing to give their view of the race meet.

Steve Bieri stated that Alan will make a presentation later, but he would like to express his appreciation to everyone.

Alan Horowitz stated the fall dates fell after Montana, Wyoming and Nevada closed which allowed us to get more horses and Jockeys.  This gave us 6 days of racing with full race fields and more entering than we saw at Les Bois.  We were fully supported by the owners there and had the 4 leading Jockeys from Les Bois.
John Chatburn moved to agenda item #5-Financial Reports.

Jacki Libengood stated that our beginning balance was $218,803.89.  Our receipts were $35,708.03 with our expenditures $48,315.97 leaving an ending balance of $206,195.95.

John Chatburn asked if we have paid all of the live meet expenditures this month and that we should level out until April.

Dennis Jackson stated that we are down overall in our revenue by $10,000.  We are about as skinny as we can be in the office.
John Chatburn moved to agenda item #6-Executive Directors Report.

Dennis Jackson stated that we will be sending out letters to the Associations requesting their race dates for 2009.

John Chatburn stated that we need to follow up with them and get them in a more timely manner.

Dennis Jackson stated that we have completed 7 chapters in the rule making process.  There is a public hearing tonight for the chapter 13 repeal and it starts at 6:00pm at the Nampa Civic Center. I have received confirmation from both the court reported and the Hearing Officer.  I have also been asked to appear before the Joint Committee on October 28th regarding the rule changes for virtual racing. There will be 3 Senators and 3 members from the House Representatives to see if an objection will be made.
John Chatburn asked which chapters have not yet been submitted to Rule Coordinator.

Dennis Jackson answered that we have not yet submitted chapters 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 and 14.
John Chatburn stated that 8 was done.

Dennis Jackson stated that yes, it was done but the changes have not yet been made.

John Chatburn stated that he would consider directing staff to prepare PARF to submit to the Rules Coordinator to be published as Temporary/Proposed rules with the effective date of January 1, 2009 with the exception to the rule chapter involving ADW.  After the meeting today I hope to have finished up the chapters on Tote Standards, Licensing and the Vet rules so that we can move those forward.

Dennis Jackson stated that we have 4 chapters that we have not yet looked at.  Those are chapters on Licensing, Vet, Tot and Drug Testing. Jacki will not be available to do Tote Standards today and I think we should wait.

John Chatburn made the motion to direct staff to prepare PARF to submit to the Rules Coordinator to be published as Temporary/Proposed rules on chapters .04, .06, .07, .08, .09, .10, and .14 with the effective date of January 1, 2009. Chapters for ADW .05 with the effective date of November 12, 2008 and .01 the repeal with the effective date of January 1, 2009.  

Mike Bosen made the second.

John Chatburn opened it up for discussion.

Mike Bosen asked why the different dates.

John Chatburn answered that the original rule dealing with ADW will be repealed on November 12, 2008 and we need the new one to be effective then.  With no other discussion he asked for a vote.  Motion passed.

John Chatburn made the motion to direct staff to schedule a public hearing for these chapters as soon as we can get a place and hearing officer on either November 12th or 13th. 

Dennis Jackson asked if he had a particular place in mind.

John Chatburn stated that the motion needed to pass first.

Tawnya Elison stated that ITA has a meeting on that day.

John Chatburn then modified his motion to meet November 13th or 14th.  We will need two nights to go through that many rule chapters.  If we don’t hold it that week will need to go the next week and that may be too late.
Kathryn Mooney stated that the meeting really needs to be on Friday night.

Mike Bosen stated that the Horse Council is meeting November 14th and 15th in Pocatello and one of the agenda items is Jockey recruitment. 
Tawnya Elison stated that ITA can move their meeting but would like to hold it prior to the public hearings.
John Chatburn stated that in that case how about November 12th and 13th we will divide some by interest with breaks and run through them.

Mike Bosen made a second to the amended motion of November 12th and 13th.
John Chatburn asked for a vote on the amended motion.  Motion passed.  He then moved to agenda item #7-Commissioners Reports.

Mike Bosen reported on the Idaho Falls and said that everyone was please with Capital Racing.  There are concerns that the small tracks can not continue to run.  There was a meeting regarding Jerome and those issues have been resolved for right now and they will run in 2009.  Pocatello is having some of the same problems as Jerome in getting volunteers and the money to continue.  It is time we started addressing the problems and difficulties for the small tracks.  

John Chatburn thanked everyone who has participated in the rules re-writes.  Took a recess and will reconvene at 11:00.

John Chatburn called the meeting back to order at 11:00.  He then made the motion to direct staff to prepare PARF to be submitted for any chapters that are addressed by the workgroup within the next week to 10 days.
Mike Bosen made the second.

John Chatburn asked for a vote.  Motion passed.  He then moved to agenda item #8-Other Business.

Steve Bieri stated that he attended a ITA meeting regarding virtual racing to address their concerns.  Virtual racing will not impact the 46 live race days. He has already contacted their attorney and in the future they will draft up their ideas for the Horsemen’s group to be included in next year’s contract.

Alan Horowitz asked the status of the ADW handle to date.

Jacki Libengood answered that she did not have that available to her here but that she would provide it to him in the near future.

Sam Stephenson asked if the meeting on October 28th would be an open forum and if they needed to be put on the agenda to be able to speak.  

John Chatburn answered that he did not know.  He would have the staff contact Legislative Services to see and they would get back with you.  He asked if there was any other business and then moved to discuss the public hearing for tonight.  He asked the audience if they knew how many would be attending the meeting.  He then stated that if possible; have them bring with them copies their written comments to be given to the Hearing Officer. He asked that they be typed and not handwritten.  Anyone can follow up with written comment to the Racing Commission prior to October 22nd which is the end of the comment period.  Those comments will then be forwarded to the Hearing Officer.  He then moved to agenda item #9-Meeting Schedule.

John Chatburn suggested the next meeting to be November 12th prior to the public hearings and asked if there was a time preference.  He then made the motion to hold the next Commission meeting November 12th at 10:00am in Meridian.
Mike Bosen made the second.

John Chatburn asked for a vote.  Motion passed.

Meeting adjourned at 11:13 am.
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
